1. Authorship (Names or organizations)
2. References Cited listing date (The date of the specific document, not the updated date)
3. Document identification by “Title” or [description] or both (Article title or description)
4. <URL or other location and access information> 

5. Date statement. (The date the website was last updated)
6. Accessed
Authorship
The authorship element may consist of a person’s name, several co-authors’ names, an organization or institution name, anonymous, an electronic magazine or journal name, a web site or product name, and possibly part of a URL (uniform resource locator). The author will, of course, attempt to assign authorship to a person or institution, but there are so many possibilities and different amounts of information sup-plied with online documents that undoubtedly situations will arise when we will assign authorship to a less-traditional entity. 
References Cited Listing Date
The citation or listing date comes from the date statement, discussed below. Write the date statement and the authorship line before finalizing this element. 
Document Identification 
Enclose all transcribed words serving as a document title within quotation marks. The document title may include both an article title and a journal or other publication series name, with volume and issue numbers. Place square brackets around your words that describe the document in lieu of a formal title. There will be some situations for which you will want to include both. The title portion of the citation includes only descriptive information for document identification. This is not a place for supplementary information or comments. 
Location and Access Information
Use angle brackets to enclose an Internet address. Reproduce uppercase and lowercase punctuation and any special characters such as /, @, #, and __ exactly as they occur in the original. An exception is the space, which sometimes occurs as discussed below. A reader might use the URL information to gain access to the source you cite. Only the author is able to render this information correctly. There is no way that editing can detect and correct any but the most obvious errors, like httttp instead of http.
